Some fast facts again about paying club dues:  
 
1. For existing members, club dues should be paid by June 1 of each year.  As now 

stated in the new club by-laws, any member who has not paid dues within 5 days 
of the Salentine Show will be removed from the club roster. 

 
2. Dues for the upcoming term (June 1, 2010--May 31, 2011) are $24.  This means that

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My 2006 GTOÑ Not stock any more!

My inter est in American muscle cars dates back long before my GTO. When I was 
young, my dad would always show me pictures of the old cars he had. A 1969 SS 
Camaro, a 1970 Pontiac Lemans and a 1973 Z28 Camaro to name a few. Before I could 
drive, I was always thumbi ng through muscle car magazines with my friends. My 
first car was a 1984 Trans Am. It wasn't long before my uncle and I ripped out the 
engine and replaced it with a 383 stroker engine we built from collected parts. When I 
went to college, I had to sell the Trans Am being that it wasnÕt very economical for a 
college student.  
 
After I graduated, I started working at a steel mill where I could afford a nice car 
again. I thought about getting an older muscle car to fix up but I decided that 
wouldn't be the best idea if I wanted to move around. I wanted to get something new 
and dependable but there were not a lot of options in the muscle car category. I  
looked at Chargers and Mustangs and even some foreign cars but they didn't quite do 
anything for me. I had re membered seeing something about a new GTO back in 2004 
but I recalled it getting low ratings in reviews.  
 
I happened to pass a dealership that had a blue 2004 GTO with white stripes on it 
sitting out front and I stopped to look at it. Just as I took the f irst step into the 
dealership to ask some questions, I found the car I wanted! A 2006 Brazen Orange 
Metallic GTO glittering in the middle of the showroom floor! You know how on TV 
they focus in on the main object with a glowing orb around it while everythi ng else in 
the background is just kind of blurred, that is what it was like! I was amazed at how 
much better this one looked compared to the one I saw out front! The addition of the 
dual exhaust and hood scoops were major factors towards the more aggressive look 
for the 2005 and 2006 GTOs. The color stood out but it stood out in an awesome way!  
 

 

 
 
As soon as I sat in the drivers seat, I felt at ease! The interior was so comfortable and 
everything just seemed to be put together a lot better than the other cars I had looked 
at. The 2006 GTO only came with two options besides paint color--17Ó or 18Ó wheels 
and either automatic or manual transmission. I decided I wanted the 18Ó wheels 
because they looked better and also the automatic trans because I didn't want to deal 
with shifting all the time when in city traffic. (Only 171 were built with this 
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combination) The dealership did not have a GTO with the options I wanted so they 
had to get it from another location. After waiting a couple days, I got the call t hat it 
was delivered and I could come pick it up!  
 
The first drive in the car was just as I thought it would be! Relaxing, exhilarating and 
pure enjoyment all at the same time! The sound of the LS2 engine roaring when 
getting on the gas sent shivers up my spine and put a huge grin on my face! The 
power of the 400 HP engine with fuel injection was so responsive and powerful, the 
occupants would get sucked back into the seats!  
 
I found that there was a huge online community for the newer GTOs on LS1GTO.com 
and started looking at a lot of the posts people made. I wanted to keep my car pretty 
much stock but there was an itch I had to mod it. The first things I had to do shortly 
after purchasing the car were to tint the windows and change the sound system. The 
stock stereo in the GTO was one of the worst I had heard. I quickly started gathering 
parts for a huge project on that front. I was a little timid to rip apart my first new car 
but I had a lot of experience from installing stereo systems in friendsÕ cars over the 
years. My sound system upgrade consisted of installing sound deadener, replacing 
the factory stereo with a stereo/navigation unit, replacing all the speakers in the car 
with high power ones, installing an amplifier to drive the speakers and also in stalling 
a subwoofer in a custom formed box.  
 

 
 
That was the major change I made to the car for some time besides some small 
appearance mods here and there. I would go to shows and go on cruises with other 
car enthusiasts that were in the area but there were few if any newer GTOs. I would 
usually have to go to Illinois to meet up with fellow 04 -06 GTO owners. The problem 
Pontiac had was that this car was not advertised well. I have had so many people 
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come up to me at gas stations, restaurants, shows, etc. and ask what it was and once I 
said a GTO, they would act surprised but at the same time they thought it was an 
amazing looking car! I tend to think I have changed the negative perception many 
people had about these cars by showing it off as much as I can. 
 
I relocated to Wisconsin in 2008 for a new job. When I got here, I would see a lot of the 
newer GTOs around but it seemed like no one would get together for gatherings or 
cruises. A coworker of mine, Jon Olson told me he had a couple GTOs and that there 
was a GTO club I should look into joining. By that time, it was getting cold and time 
to store the car for the winter. I decided to wait on attending any club gatherings until 
I could take with the GTO.  
 
My first winter in Wisconsin was LONG! During this  time I decided to purchase and 
install ÒsomeÓ parts to mod the car. ÒSomeÓ turned out to be a Magnacharger 
TVS1900 supercharger, Kooks long tube headers, Kooks catted mids, Magnaflow 
catback exhaust, A-Pillar gauges, upgraded fuel pump, Hotchkis performan ce sway 
bars, Harrop rear differential cover, Pedders poly bushings and a plethora of other 
little things here and there. I installed everything myself in a single car garage and 
while it was difficult at times, I enjoyed every minute of wrench time! Even when I 
was on my back trying to pry the steering rack in place with one arm while 
maneuvering it on the other end with my knee! I finished the build in spring and took 
it up to West Bend dyno tuning to have a guy named Tom do the tuning and dyno 
runs. I had heard that he had been working on tuning LS engines for a good amount 
of time so had the experience needed to tune mine. With a safe tune, the car put down 
532 HP and 485 ft-lb of torque through the rear wheels!  
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My visit to the track was shortly aft er the tune. I did not know what to expect with 
this new setup and I did not have any slicks so I figured I would just ease into the 
throttle to get going. The first pass just spun the tires the whole time and I ended up 
with a high 15 seconds. The second pass, the tires spun  half way down the track but I 
still managed a mid 12. After that, I could not get any traction and the tires were going 
bald already! I decided I would come back with slicks next time and would expect to 
be in the high 11 seconds based on what I had seen other GTOs with my setup run. I 
have yet to return with those slicks.   
 
The first event the Original GTO Club held that I decided to attend was the car show 
at Georgie Porgies. It was great to chat with other GTO enthusiasts and see all the 
older Pontiacs! Ever since, I have been hooked on attending shows, cruises and 
gatherings with the group! If you want to get a lot of heads turning, just watch people 
as they see a heard of GTOs pass dating from a 64 all the way up to an 06!  
 
It's small things like that while driving the GTO that make me enjoy it more and more 
with every turn of the key! ...The 500+ horses may contribute to a ÒsmallÓ part of that 
enjoyment as well!
